Breaks allow you to break up data in tables and cross tabs into subgroups according to the data and values you select. 

When you apply break, Web intelligence separates all the data for each unique value of the selected variable. 

It inserts a blank row or column after each value enabling you to insert subtotals for the subgroup of data.




OR
A break does what its name implies. 

It breaks up the data in a table or cross tab by grouping the data according to a selected value. 

This allows you to display all the data for each value of a dimension variable together, and more importantly, it allows you to display subtotals.   

NOTE: - To create a SUB TOTALS AND GRAND TOTALS a report needs to be creating with BREAK.

· You hide data you don’t want specific users to see when they access the document.

· You minimize the quantity of data returned to the document to optimize performance.
